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Information on Bud Eller 
 
Bud (Nesbert H.) is the son of Rev. Fred F. Eller, and the 

grandson of Albert Eller who taught in Towns County 

(Hiawassee), GA, for over 50 years. 

  

Below is a scan of my father's commendation letter from 

the military back in 1946.  After the military, he joined a 

major fortune 500 company and progressed through the 

ranks to District Manager, then retired and began his own 

business.  He continues as CEO of Bud Eller Associates, 

Inc..

The year was 1944 when Bud Eller, 

newly graduated from high school in 

his hometown of Elijay, Georgia, left 

to seek his fortune in the big city of 

Atlanta.  Having not been there long, 

Uncle Sam sent him a draft notice.  

Off he went to Camp Fanning, Texas, 

to prepare for warfare in Europe.  

While he was there, the Allies 

successfully conquered Hitler, but the 

war in the Pacific raged on. 

 

On Budôs way to the Philippines where General MacArthur 

had made the famous promise, ñI shall return,ò the United 
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States bombed Hiroshima and Nagasaki thus ending World 

War II.  One may think that the ship Bud was on would 

have turned around and headed for home, but no, there was 

work yet to do! 

 

Upon arriving on Leyte, Bud was assigned to Captain 

William Corson who rotated 

back to the States shortly after 

Budôs arrival.  Bud was 

offered a commission if he 

would sign on for an 

additional three years.  He 

refused, but stayed on beyond 

his tour of duty concluded.  He 

reported to Major William P. 

OôNeal, the commander of the 

base, and helped to ñsupervise 

the technical operation and 

fulfillment of the mission of the 

Ordinance Service Center, Palo, Leyte, P. I.ò  There he 

assisted in closing the warfare base of Gen. MacArthur, 

disbursing all the ammunition, vehicles, and supplies that 

had been sent over for an extended war.   

 

Honor for their country demanded that 

Japanese fought to the last man, so the 

United States had expected the war to drag 

on.  Even after the surrender papers were 

signed, some Japanese kept up the fight 

never leaving the island of Leyte, but 

electing to remain and live in the jungles.  
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On a number of occasions, snipers would kill US 

servicemen.  Bud would spend the next 14 months 

disposing of ammunition, guns, and automotive parts, and 

shipping vehicles back to the US.  At the end of his tour, 

Bud received a commendation for outstanding service 

above and beyond the call of duty. 

 

During Budôs tour in the military, he played a guitar in a 

small band.  He also sang in choral groups and various base 

church choirs.

When the United States Congress first approved a World 

War II monument, Bud joined the group of veterans to raise 

money.  We were fortunate to be both at the ground 

breaking and at the dedication.  A few years ago, a retired 

Fayette County school teacher, Gail Sparrow got with 

others and decided that WWII veterans should see the 

memorial and organized a Fayette County chapter of Honor 

Flight.   

 

On a rainy Saturday morning, 

September 26, 2009, Bud was 

honored with a trip to the 

capitol.  (Fortunately, the sun 

was shining in DC!) Shauna 

Bacon, a young volunteer from 

Lawrenceville, GA, escorted 

Bud and another veteran on the 

trip.  The group was 
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accompanied by a reporter and cameraman from CNN.   

Other news organizations from Atlanta covered the trip. 

 

Upon leaving First Methodist in Fayetteville where they 

received a send off with a military band, police escorts, and 

the local ROTC, they left to fly on AirTran who had a 

flight especially for them.  On arriving in Washington, DC, 

they were greeted at the airport by two fire trucks spraying 

huge arcs of water above the 

plane as they pulled up to 

the gate.  A huge crowd of 

people were there to 

welcome the veterans and 

another police escort 

accompanied them to the 

monument. 

 

In Washington, the veterans 

met with Senator Bob Dole, 

his wife Senator Betty Dole, and other military personnel.  

An extended program included visiting the WWII 

monument, the capitol building, and the changing of the 

guard at Arlington National Cemetery.  
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
